Evaluation of the book (see option 1) is supplemented with a thorough examination of the 
integration of the lyrics into the book of the musical; detailed notes on the craft of the lyrics 
including content, scansion/prosody, rhyme, narrative strength and action; as well as a 
discussion of possible missed song opportunities in the book.

Evaluation of the book and lyrics (see option 2) is supplemented with detailed notes on the 
composer’s use of melodic development, harmonic palate, musical genres and prosodic 
integrity in the setting of the lyrics.
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
